	Bathroom 911

	Classroom setting- often math, but can be other subjects
	Somatic and physical- Wants to go home
	Spends time out of class


	Cried Wee Wee All the Way Home

	Class work
	Disrupts teacher while ignoring to do their homework in class.  Has meltdowns and wants to escape class work.
	Goes to “buddy room”.

Has behavior plan.


	Houdini Homework

	End of the day – Homework (if activities prevent from getting work done before leaving school)
	Disruptive behavior including cussing and meltdowns
	Escape from work


	Cussing Works For Me

	Circle time or any activity that is not a hands-on activity


	Disruption
	Attention
	Ring Around the Rosie

	Transition from Center time to Circle time
	Child will not clean up/pick up center
	When asked child will pout and put head down
	Circling the Drain

	Come inside from recess and transition inside
	Child runs and hides
	Ignoring, other visual cues to come in, holding hand before signal is made to come in


	Red Rover, Red Rover, Recess is Not Over.

	Direct Instruction
	Spitting
	Removal to Resource room


	Spit Happens

	Direct Instruction
	Daydreaming
	Teacher redirection
