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1.  Real Estate is “location, location, location”- Early Years is “visualization, visualization, visualization.”

2. Behaviour is learned and 9 week old infants know to fake a cough to gain adult attention- so imagine what they have learned by the time they are three years old.

a. Sometimes, our job is help a child “unlearn” a previously learned behaviour.  

b. How do we incorporate this into PBS?

3. Video Self-Modelling at all three tiers

a. Whole Group- What does it look like, sound like, and feel like to:

i. Be Respectful, Be Responsible, Be Prepared etc.

ii. Think: Head- Heart-Hands

1. What do you want them to think

2. What do you want them to feel

3. What do you want them to do with their hands (and feet)

iii. Targeted Group- What does Video Self-Modelling look like for students who need booster shots?

1. These are the students that need frequent reminders to keep hands and feet to self.  At the early childhood level there are quite a few children in this category. 

2. Tuesday Tune-ups

iv. Intensive Need- What does Video Self-Modelling look like for those students at Tier III level in PBS?

1. The movie should be one minute for every year they are old- no more.

2. The movie should star them and not a model.

3. The movie should be shown at home and at school.

4. PowerPoint Relationship Narratives

a. Now a low-tech solution to teaching appropriate behaviour to children in the early years.

b. Easy to change

c. Puts the right picture in their mind of appropriate behaviour 

d. Should be shown at home and at school
